logic procedures. Designed as 

an extension of the hospital’s 

existing imaging department, the 

center offers MRI, ultrasound, 

diagnostic x-ray, and DEXA (os-

teoporosis screening) services. 

The inviting interiors incorporate 

private registration offi ces, 

comfortable patient waiting 

areas, plasma televisions, and a 

separate children’s play area. A 

women’s mammography screen-

ing center also located within 

the facility has its own dedicated 

waiting room, dressing corridor, 

and education suite.
